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Failure of the crankshaft thrust bearing on 1000 Series and
Corvette 327" V=B engines on wehicles equipped with Powerglide
transmissions may be caused by "ballooning" of the converter
under certain operating conditions espacially those involving
high EPM's. A design change was incorporated in Production
effective with transmission Serial #B-116-D to alleviate this
condition.

If a main bearing thrust surface faflure occurs in a wvehicle
equipped with a transmission serial # prior to B-116-D or if
the transmission is removed from the vehicle for any reason,
the front pump should be modified as showm on Page Z.
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Under certain operating conditions, oil pressure can build up in the
converter exerting an excessive load on the erankshaft resulting in the
thrust bearing being "wiped out"™, To correct this condition in Pro-
duction, the front pump converter "in" oil passage has been reduced from
3/16" to 1/8" and the converter "out" oil passage increased from 7/64"
to 9/64", Chevy II models continue to use the original cover assemblies.

To modify transmiseions built prior to serial #B-116-D, Cowver Assy, part
§#3828787 is now serviced separately and should be assembled to the
existing pump assembly. This cover assembly is packaged with an oil-
cooler by=-pass valve part #3798171 and walve installation instructions are
ineluded, The by-pass wvalwve should be installed in 1000 Series wehicles
and discarded if the cover assembly is installed in a Corvette, 1000
Series passenger car are equipped with an external oil cooler, Corvettes
are not.
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
